No shooter will be considered entered until their entry is paid.

The 2017 State Shoot trapline will be arranged 1 to 17. Targets will be
shot 50 per trap. Starting at 11:00 am, July 18, shooters may squad for
the entire week by PICKING THEIR TRAP You must be classified and have
a current ATA and ISTA membership prior to squadding. Squadding will be
handled on a first come first serve basis.

All purses and options must be played when entering; no additions or
cancellations permitted after entry is made.

No entries refunded unless the event is cancelled.

All events will be held rain or shine.

During rush periods it will be necessary to take entries for that day only.

All information needed to: Award Trophies, Award Added Money and
make report to the A.T.A. is taken from the scoreboard Bulletin Sheets. It is
each shooter’s responsibility to check all scores and information for each
event, and be sure they are correct. The Bulletin Sheets will be left up for
one hour after the last score sheet is posted for the event. Once the Bulletin
Sheets have been removed from the Bulletin Board, all purses, options,
added money, etc. will be figured from the scores that are posted when they
are removed. We will not refigure any money because a wrong posted
score is brought to our attention the following day.

The scorer must call upon an I.S.T.A. Official to settle any controversy
regarding a score, or when an error has been made by being ahead or
behind in their scoring.

All Shooters must have all scores posted and averages figured on
A.TA. Card before presenting it to the Classification Committee or
shoot penalty class and yardage.

BE READY TO COMPETE WHEN YOUR SQUAD IS CALLED TO THE FIR-
ING LINE. THERE WILL BE NO WAITING FOR A LATE SHOQOTER. A change
in the ATA rules (Section VIl Par. A, 6 (pg 27) states: “A shooter that misses
the first post in any event may make up that post only, and continue with
the squad. Squad members should move off the line during the shoot up
function.” If you miss more than one post, report to the office.

Squad hustlers have the authority to move squads to different nearby traps
at any time. This will be done in an effort to expedite the progress of events.

All squads must shoot in their correct numerical sequence. All shooters
must shoot in the squad and position as assigned to them by the office. To
do otherwise means disqualification.

A shooter can only make up one sub-event on the practice trap and the
balance of the targets will not be scored. If you are unable to join your
squad when they start their second sub-event, you must be resquadded and
pay a $10 resquadding fee. All make-ups please report to an .S.TA. Of-
ficial ot the practice trap. If the event has been closed and there is no place
to resquad, you will not be allowed to make-up.

A fee of $10 will be charged if you change your squad AFTER you
have entered the event. This fee will be enforced at the 2017 lowa
State Shoot - no exception! If the office changes you because your yard-
age changes, no fee will be assessed.

Check score after each completed post, and be sure they are scored cor-
rectly before firing at a target on the next post. Any target scored both
dead and lost must be identified in writing or the target will be scored
as lost in the office.

Only errors in addition can be corrected after a score sheet leaves the
trap.

High scores and ties in each class will be advanced one class for the next
day’s competition, except where noted in the program. Yardage winners
report to classification desk. Shooters responsibility or be disqualified.

AIM Shooters

AIM shooters will be able to compete for AIM medals in the Championship Doubles
on July 21, 2017, the Singles Championship will have AIM medals and Shamrock
Leather awards on July 22, 2017 and AIM medals will be awarded in the Handicap
Championship on July 23, 2017. Out of State AIM shooters will be awarded AIM
medals in all three events. The AIM awards are in addition to any ISTA and/ATA
trophies a shooters wins.

AIM shooters should declare that they are AIM members and what Category (age
group) they shoot in when they go through the classification line. Note: if you are
age 11or under tell the classifier you are a Pre-Sub.

AIM shooters are required to have current 2017 ATA, AIM, and ISTA (if residents of
lowa) memberships. If necessary you can pay your memberships when you pay for
your targets. AIM shooters can shoot on any squad they want except to be eligible
for the AIM team awards they must shoot on the same AIM 5 person squad. Mixed
AIM squads are allowed, but they will compete in the category of the oldest AIM
shooter. AIM shooters may pre-squad; if you do be sure to squad with the 4 shooters
on your team. You are not required to pre-squad.

Ties for AIM awards are not shot off. They are resolved by reverse score by sub
event.

16 Shamrock Leather will be awarded to lowa resident AIM shooters in Saturday’s
Singles. (Champion and Runner up for both Men and Lady in all 4 age categories) In
addition there are 20 Shamrock Leather team awards for the lowa AIM team winners
in all 4 age categories. Note: the Pre-Sub awards are on the first 100 only.
Shamrock Leathers has again this year graciously donated a 8 box leather bag to
the lowa State AIM Shoot. The bag will be given away by a lucky number (O to 9)
drawing at the end of the Singles Championship Event. For Pre-Subs it will be the
last number of their 1st 100 score, for the other categories it will be the last number
of their 200 score. Ties will shoot off miss and out.

When you squad for a position in any event, that position is now
electronically assigned to your ATA number. When you present your
plastic ATA card at the cashier counter, the cashier will enter you into
that assigned position for the events you wish to pay for. If you do not
wish to enter an event that you have previously squadded for, you may
release that position at any squadding or cashier window.

. In an effort to avoid unused positions, it is imperative that you either

cashier or release all positions you have pre-squadded for prior to the
event. Anyone who does not cashier or release positions that have been pre-
squadded in their names will risk having any or all subsequent pre-squadded positions
in their name released by management. You may call the office at 319-987-
2141 if you can not make it to the club in time and have your
position(s) released.

. A shooter may only draw one position per event. Any shooters wishing

to squad together must fill out only one application indicating the
shooters full name, ATA number, and handicap yardage on the line
indicating which position that shooter wishes to shoot. Applications

for full or partial squads that do not have each shooter’s information
completely and properly filled out will not be honored. Multiple applica-
tions for any individual will be discarded and will not be refunded.
